-The relation of bou-
zouki with other instruments -Reports and profound 
analysis concerning ethnic of playing -Harmony, 
rhythms (dances), scales, tropical formation of scales.
Taximia - improvisation -Development of technique 
and virtuosity (various approaches)
Presentation of composers – instrumentalist, singers 
and performers generally.
